
With an initial endowment of $50 million 
from Mr. Martin, the Foundation was 
created with a mission to serve 
Muhlenberg County both now, and for 
generations to come.

In order to meet that goal, the 
endowment is carefully managed to 
distribute significant funding to the 
community while protecting and growing 
the endowment for the future.

As of December 2018, the Foundation has 
distributed $23.7 million in grant and 
program funding in Muhlenberg County.  
At the same time, strong investment 
strategy has allowed the endowment to 
grow to $60.3 million.  

In just 10 years, Mr. Martin’s initial gift of 
$50 million has turned into an $84 million 
gift to Muhlenberg County.
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The Foundation was created in 2008 
with a $50 million bequest from Felix 
E. Martin Jr. to support the “civic, 
cultural and educational needs of the 
citizens of Muhlenberg County.”  

From its earliest days, the Foundation 
has worked towards making a lasting 
difference in Muhlenberg County, 
focusing philanthropic efforts on 
projects which create transformational 
change rather than temporary 
solutions. To do this, the Foundation 
partners with the community to 
advance projects and ideas which 
support the vision of a Muhlenberg 
County which is ideal for families, 
industry and innovation.

Since 2008, the Foundation has both 
initiated new programs and provided 
support for existing programs which 
serve Muhlenberg County. We have 
focused on developing programs 
which support long-term economic 
and community development as well 
education and youth services.

In this Report, we have tried to give an 
overview of some of the most 
recognizable and impactful of the 
programs supported during the last 
10 years.  We are proud of the work 
that has been done in partnership 
with the organizations we mention, 
and will continue developing new 
partnerships as we work toward 
building a community that holds a 
bright future for all of its residents.
